e Human beings have been described as “the glory and the
garbage” of the universe.

e We're “glorious” because we're made by a glorious God,
who has made us “in his own image” (Genesis 1:27).

® Being made “in God's image” means that we can know and
enjoy this God. God wants us to enjoy him!

e We flourish most, and enjoy him best, when we reflect him
best.

e But there's the “garbage” too. Rather than enjoying and
reflecting our Creator, we enjoy and reflect “created things”
more. We have other “gods”.

* A person’s “god” is anything they cling to and rely upon for
their ultimate security and contentment.
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@ ' The heavens declare the glory of God;
the skies proclaim the work of his hands.
?Day after day they pour forth speech;
night after night they reveal knowledge.
3 They have no speech, they use no words;
no sound is heard from them.
*Yet their voice goes out into all the earth,
their words to the ends of the world.
In the heavens God has pitched a tent for the sun.
St is like a bridegroom coming out of his chamber,
like a champion rejoicing to run his course.

differ from these?
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6. If you knew Psalm 19 was true, how would it affect the
way you feel about God?
